Download the FM4 S6E2G-Series Pioneer Kit installer FM4S6E2GMKitSetup.exe from the kit
webpage www.cypress.com/FM4-176L-S6E2GM. Launch the EXE file and follow the steps in the
installer window to install the software required.

Required IDE Tools

The example projects shipped with this kit require IAR Embedded Workbench v7.40.5. 9739 (or
later) or Keil uVision IDE v5.16a (or later).

Limitations and Known Issues

When users un-install and install the USBVCOM driver repeatedly, the driver enumeration may fail
prompting that “The specified service has been marked for deletion”. Reboot the PC to recover from
this issue, and run the installer again.
